The use ofHebrew and Greelexiconsalong with theStrong’s Dictionary,for the
Scriptural word-for-word studies, has had a mostqund effect on my understanding of
the Bible. | encourage each reader to obtain aiideumultiple lexicons and Bible
dictionaries as this will be the only path to digeondeep truths. | guarantee you will
never look back. By looking up each word, one corfae®-to-face with the original
Hebrew and Greek text. For each Hebrew and Gree#, wloe pronunciation is given, as
well as a list of definitions. When deciding whidefinition is more accurate, it is
helpful to research the root words to help withri@itation and context, ever comparing
source with source.

In my research | have found not only overt errarganslation, but also covert errors and
guestionable word choices used by the KJV and atimern translators. On occasion
the Strong’s Dictionarywill give a single Hebrew word with two or threéfferent
identifying numbers with their own respective défons. Often the second or third
rendering of the Hebrew word can be altogetherlogked causing the intended word
rendering to be lost unless special care and ditiges not adhered to. We will analyze
an example of this shortly.

It has been over one hundred and six
years since the heavenly Father beg
raising up a group of people to bring focus
to His impending judgment hour and sodf
return. At that timenew light began to &
shine forth out of the darkness and rubk
of ancient false traditions. By His grac
new lightwas shed on their path, leadi
them ever onward to more and mo
discoveries of truth. These glorious rays @ i
truth shown forth from the pages of Scripture, arate discerned by many. But only
those who were faithful to walk in the light thegichalready received— were then given
more. This is an eternal principle that must w®gaized today. But, was every doctrine
that was formed by this courageous and devotedpgnbsouls without error?

The most humble among this sincere band of bekewas a young woman by the name
of Ellen Harmon (White). Soon she was chosen byh#wenly Father as His instrument
upon earth to give council, guidance and correctothis young body of believers. At
times direct confirmation or verification from heawvwas given on specific subjects they
were studying and praying earnestly for answers Sometimes they received
admonishment, correction and redirection. It weanf this humble beginning, of
earnestly seekingew lighton old paths that the Seventh-day Adventist Churas born.

In those days it was not unusual to hear one brajheat another with the question,
“Brother, what is theresent truthfor today?” Are these words commonly heard today?



Is there among the established churches a deepraast seeking for advancing light of
truth?

This period of 1847-1848, among the early advenpfge was known as the period of the
Sabbath Conferences. This was a time of much samdlydiscussion focused on the
seventh-day Sabbath being the seventh-day rataerShnday the first day of the week.
Of particular importance, was the question as étime to commence the Sabbath. In
the earliest days it was generally thought that3abbath was to commence at sunrise
and end the following sunrise, a period of 24 hdsee Exhibit A). It was seen by most
that the message of the andg®pm even unto even,as quoted from Leviticus 23:32
was a rebuke thatsunrise to sunrise/as incorrect.

It was decisively believed that “from even unto ®veeferred only to a twenty-four hour
period, while the possibility of a twelve hour Salibwas never even considered. This
will be discussed more in detail later, as it appda be the reason the angel clarified
“from even unto even” in regards to the small graupo were keeping Sabbath from
sunrise to sunrisas a 24 hour period.

The First Vision: “From Even unto Even”
The only known record from the pen of Ellen Whegarding her first vision of 1847 on
the subject offrom even unto even,is this solitary sentence below:

Eight Years Later at the Battle Creek Conference ofl855.This is the

History leading up to the Second Vision:

Eight years after the Sabbath Conferences of 1848;1Ellen White along with the
other church leaders and members converged oreBztlek for the Conference of 1855.
Below is a one page biography leading up to antbi@d by Ellen White’'s second
vision on the subject dfThe Time to Commence the Sabbath.is imperative to fully
understand the process that took place. Arthurt&\Mlias not even born yet, but here in
his biography, he is promoting as truth the opisiand assumptions of others.

As written by Arthur White many years after the fact—

On Friday evening, the day the conference attl® Creek opened,
those assembled commenced the Sabbath at sixlg'diticough the sun
had been set for an hour. The next day they cldse®abbath at sunset
During that Sabbath a change in practice basedibie Btudy had been
made. It was an interesting and instructive expegein doctrinal
development.

As noted in earlier chapters, Joseph Batesceasidered the father of
the Sabbath truth. As captain of his own vessadshdd sailed far and
wide and was acquainted with the matter of timepkegin different parts
of the world. It was his conclusion that time agtkat the equator, with
sunset uniformly at 6:00 P.M., was the proper gua&abbath keeping,
regardless of season of the year or location. TémwptBres called for
evening marking the beginning of the new day, dredwords "from even
unto even, shall ye celebrate your sabbath" (L8732 were cited in
support of this point. The April 21, 1851, issuetloé Review carried a
three-column article by Joseph Bates in suppotti@8six o'clock time.



In the State of Maine in 1847-1848, some ttwk position that the
Sabbath commenced at sunrise, quoting as suppatthéiv 28:1"In the
end of the Sabbath, as it began to toward the flest of the week(see
RH, Feb. 25, 1868). A vision given to Ellen Whiteecked this error in
principle, for the angel repeated the words of shepture "From even
unto even, shall ye celebrate your sabbath."

There were a few who observed the Sabbath $tamdown to sundown
(James White to "My Dear Brother,” July 2, 1848¢ s¢so Review and
Herald Feb. 25, 1868), but the majority stood \idties, as did James and
Ellen White. The charismatic experience in Conmettin late June, 1848,
recounted in chapter 13, seemed to confirm the'sbock time. Still the
matter was not settled conclusively, and in Jurt4] James White
requested D. P. Hall in Wisconsin to give studyhi® matter and come up
with an answer (RH, Dec. 4, 1855).

When this request failed to yield fruit, hened to John Andrews with
the earnest request that he take his Bible and) laudence to settle the
guestion. Andrews prepared a paper on the matteheApassed through
Battle Creek with his parents in November on hig vemlowa, he left this
in the hands of James White. The reading of thigepéecame the
Sabbath morning Bible study at the conference itl&&reek. From nine
texts in the Old Testament and two from the Newdrws demonstrated
that "even" and "evening" of the Sabbath were idahtwith sunset
(ibid.). [The study prepared on this subject by J. N. Andrew is at the
bottom of this document. To fully understand thissubject his article
should likewise be read.]

As the paper was read that Sabbath mornirguid be seen that while
the six o'clock time advocated by Bates was ingypie not incorrect--for
it called for beginning the Sabbath in the eveningdetail there was an
error. Now with the position of sunset time so amnpglupported by
Scripture evidence [by J. N. Andrews], all the amugtion, which
included the church's leaders, readily acceptedigheand were prepared
to shift their practice. All, that is, but two--&gh Bates and Ellen White.

Bates' position had been generally accepteddafended. He was the
venerable apostle of the Sabbath truth. He wasadgr® accept what had
been presented by the youthful John Andrews, andvdwd stand in
defense of his position. The vision given to Ellgvhite in 1848,
correcting the sunrise time and confirming "evertinge," had nothing to
say about the six o'clock time being in error.

Ellen White reasoned that the six o'clock tihael been a matter of
practice for nearly a decade. The Sabbath so lke&pbbblen a great blessing
to her, and the angel had said nothing about iisgbm error. Must a
change be made now? Thus matters stood througteshef the Sabbath
and through Sunday as the members met in conferéntethis was a
rather touchy point of division that was bound tidlem as time went on.

This is supportetidoyery fact that the angel gives
guidelines as thiow to find and identify the truthSeveral paragraphs later when asked,
why it had been thus, that at this late day thegtnohange the time of commencing the
Sabbath. The angel saltf,e shall understand, but not yet, not yetThis too supports
the idea that the full clarity and understandingtti§ subject had not even then been
reached.

A full twenty years following the first vision orhé subject of when to commence the
Sabbath, James White wrote the following paragfapthe Review and Herald, Feb. 25,
1868.

As recorded by James White:

"Mrs. White has in two visions been shown somethimgegard to the time of
the commencement of the Sabbath. The first wasdg & 1847, at Topsham,
Me. In the vision she was shown that to commeneeShabbath at sunrise was
wrong. She then heard an angel repeat these words, "€vemunto even
shall ye celebrate your SabbathsAt.the close of the conference at Battle
Creek (1855) referred to above, the ministers ahdrs, especially interested in
the cause had a special season of prayer for thepgnity of the cause, and in
that meeting Mrs. W. had a vision, one item of Wwhieas that sunset time was
correct’ James WhiteReview and Herald:ebruary 25, 1868.

From this paragraph the following information candathered.

James White interjects his personal thoughts bpsegly onassumption
that in the first vision it was shown that to cormoe the Sabbath at
sunrise was wrong. When the angel merely statem‘feven unto even
shall ye celebrate you Sabbaths.”

It was the assumption of the men present in 184¥dtiributed these few
words as proof that Sabbath was tmtcommence at sunrise, but in the
evening.

James White again interjects his personal thoutids in the second
vision of 1855, Ellen White was shown that commegcsabbath at the
time of sunset was correctyet, the angel only statéfrom even unto
even shall ye celebrate your SabbathsAgain, James White makes
another mere assumption that the second visioifieththat sunset was
the time to commence the Sabbath, as well as a &sgeanption that the
angel had given confirmation for a sunset commesecgém
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The only words of the angel that James White quiotes is, “from even unto even shall
ye celebrate your Sabbathyvhich is word-for-word from the Leviticus 23:32 XJ
translation. While this verse is in specific reigce to the holy feast Day of Atonement,
the parameters defined to be sacred would logiadply to the seventh-day Sabbath as
well. And this is especially true because the hebv&ather through the angel makes
specific reference to it at a time when those abssinwere seeking light on the time to
commence the seventh-day Sabbath. Then James Udeisethese same words from the
angel, a second time, as a confirmation of theiremdness in commencing Sabbath at
sunsefriday.

Using the angel's wordsfrom even unto even’from the context of the first vision,
James White here states that “she was shown thainmence Sabbath at sunrise was
wrong.” Yet there was nothing stated as such,jimsttanother mere assumption, based
only on the wordsfrom even unto even.”

Remember, James White was agtrophet for the S.D.A. Church. It is essenbao to
the source, rather than to assume that his or’sthiws of what was meant from
even unto evenere correct. What is witnessed here is that tagmnty of people in
that dayassumedhe word“‘even” meantend of the dayevening and sunseAs a result
of following this rule, the beginning of each dapwld commence with the darkness of
night. This was also supported by the long stapgiactice of the Jews. Certainly, this
was strong evidence for a sunset to sunset caleladar

Therefore, the prophetic
words of the angel, “not yet, not yet,” were fudd. As a result, is the misunderstood
instruction, and guidance, as given by the angalil@ble for us to understand and obey

today?

Is it still available to all who will fol all the instructions given? Yes!

Therefore the unheeded challenge of the angelri©dio admonition to follow. The
banner of truth had fallen, and it is our duty &se it again, based on more than a mere
vote of men. Rather, athe words of the angel must be heeded:
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"From even unto even, shall ye celebrate your Sabb8§aid the angel,
"Take the word of God, read it, understand, andcgenot err. Read
carefully, and ye shall there find what even isdawhen it is.”

Forty or more years later we have the following cwents of Arthur White (son of Ellen
White) who is referring to her first vision:

According to Arthur White: In the State of Maine in 1847-1848me
took the position that the Sabbath commenced atisgirguoting as
support, Matthew 28:1: "In the end of the Sabbathjt began to dawn
toward the first day of the week" (see RH, Feb.#H8). A vision given
to Ellen White checked this error in principle, fine angel repeated the
words of the scripture "From even unto even, skallcelebrate your
sabbatti’ Biography,Vol. 1, p. 322. Arthur White (Son of Ellen White)

This is purely an assumption by Arthur White basadoreconceived ideas that declares
this first vision had checked the error in prineiplRemember, it was generally believed
that“even” commenced at sunset. Scripture reveals a diffesteny, which we will get
to shortly. Just remember th&tven” was the key word that was not adhered to
following the first vision or 1847. Human surmigibroke from the straight testimony of
Ellen White who had clarified to the fellow beliggseof her day that Sabbath was to
commence dteven.” After all the human surmising, it was decided thabbath was to
commence at 6:00 P.M. whether it was still lightlark. This decision had nothing to do
with the sunrise or sunset, but they generallyevelil “evening” to be 6:00 P.M. on a
modern Roman clock. A modern clock that definegetirregardless of daylight or night,
could never be in harmony with Hebrew time keedimga day or a calendar date, as
these were solely dependant upon the sun, moostargland not Roman time.

The Biblical“day” was divided into twelve hours as displayed on rad&l, whether it
was summer or winter. The night was divideddayr night watchesand never by hours.
Thus defining that days (daylights) are only meadusy hours of which there are only
twelve. Because the darkness of night was only aredsby the four watches, the days
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and the nights are separate units of time and grdyped together as a fudhlendar
date Full calendar dates and days (daylights) are syobnymous. Refer to article,
“Sunrise or Sunset, When Does a Day B&gin

The Jews, as well as most other nations, dividedl#ty from sun rising to
sun setting, into twelve equal parts; but theséspar hours, were longer
or shorter, according to the different seasonsefyear.—Part of Clarke's
note on John 11:9.

The Jews divided their day, or the time from sunt@s sunset, into twelve
bouts, of course varying a little according to geason of the year.—

Hour.—In the books of the New Testament we seelgléae day divided

into twelve equal hours, after the manner of theeks and Romans.
These hours were equal to each other, but uneqitlal respect to the
different seasons, the twelve hours of the longess in Summer were
much longer than those of the shortest days in &krCruden’s

Concordance

Day.—The sacred writers generally divide the dag amght into twelve

unequal hours. The sixth hour is always noon thnougthe year; and the
twelfth hour is the last hour of the day. But inn8uer, the twelfth: hour,
as all the others were, was longer than in Winterereyclopedia

Religious Knowledge.

The day was divided into twelve hours, which, ofirse, varied in length,
being shorter in Winter and longer in SummeWatson's Biblical and
Theological Dictionary.

The Jews divided the space from sunrise to sunset thie days longer or
shorter, into twelve parts; so that the hours eirtday were all the year
the same in number, though much shorter in Wirttantin Summer.—
Note of the Cottage Bible on John 11: 9.

The time between the rising and the setting ofsilne was divided into
twelve equal parts, which were called hours. Johi®.1 As this period of
time, however, is longer at one season of the year at another it is plain
that the hours would also be of different lengthddterent times. In

Winter they were, of course, shorter than in SummEtey were

numbered from the rising of the sun, and not frbm ihiddle of the day,
as is common with us..Nevin's Biblical Antiquities, pp. 171,172.

The word hour, in Scripture, signifies one of theslive equal parts into
which each day was divided, and which, of courserewof different
lengths at different seasons of the year. This nmufddividing the day
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prevailed among the Jews, at least after the @xiBabylon, and perhaps
earlier.—Covel's Bible Dictionary.

An hour, one of the twelve equal parts into which tlay was divided, and
which of course were different at different seasaisthe year.—
Greenfield's New Testament Lexicon.

According to Arthur White: “The vision set Ellen White and Joseph
Bates straight, and they accepted the vision wigalgbdly.

The visible sunshine is that which makes up“tte/” and is reckoned in
hours. These hours are measured as the visibleafaylse sun cast a
shadow upon a sundial. There are always precigsedivé hours in each
“daylight,” whether it is spring, summer, fall oriter, the hours will be
longer or shorter depending upon the season (Jbi¥). 1

Diligent research has made it clear that a vidNd#e Moon is essential to
beacon each new month.

The absence of the visible sun and its subseq@ekhess is what makes
up the“night” and, is reckoned by the four watches.

The Four Watches:

Thefour night watches measure the defined and specifioghérom sunset to sunriselt
can notbe shown that these four watches are four equabdseof time. Rather, the
evidence reveals that on the contrary they occapying lengths or portions of the night,
which are regulated by thingssibly witnessedn the heavens, and even the audible
soundsof a cock crowing, in conjunction with what is see the heavens as a second
witness.
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Evening Watch: The Evening Watchcommences at sunset and
extends to the period of full darkness, at whiaheti
commences the Midnight Watch. Each night watch
is measured by the predetermined positions of the
moon and stars, as well as thenount of light
present from the suns coming or going.

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midnight is easily established by the positionha t

Throughout Scripture Yahuwah has used the comtigagtiinciples of light
and dark to teach His spiritual truths. "Darknesgds to represent
infidelity, spiritual blindness and evil, while giht" was to represent
"truth”, spiritual understanding, and righteousneéshushua uses these
principles over and over throughout His ministryt@éach spiritual truths.

But all things that are reproved are made manibgsthe
light: for whatsoever doth make manifest is light.
Ephesians 5:13

Christ Yahushua said, “I am the light of the worlHe who follows Me
shall not walk in darkness, but have the light i6é.1 John 8:12. To
follow Him is to have Him in our sights symbolicall He was using the
visible sun as a symbol of our following Him.

Yahushua consistently taught the principle thautkt is synonymous
with “light”. “But ye are a chosen generation, aabpriesthood, a holy
nation, a peculiar people; that ye should showhftre praises of him who
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had called you out of darkness into His marvelagistl’ 1Peter 2:9. In
light of this verse, could it be said that a mingliof light and darkness
would be equal tdlis marvelous light?It appears that the marvelous light
reference is synonymous with the visible sunshiather than pre-
mingling with darkness.

But the path of the just is like the shining sumttshines
ever brighter unto the perfect day. The way ofvifeked is
like darkness; they do not know what makes themniste.
Proverbs 4:18-19.

Here the path of the just is compared to a shihgid, clearly referencing
the sun as shining, as it goes on to clarify thahines more and more
unto thecompletion of the day

“And there appeared a great wonder in heasenpman clothed with the
sun, and themoon under her feetand upon her head a crowntafelve
stars” Revelation 12:1. The three attributes relatingime are all highly
visible. It is their visible manifestations of lighhat signify that this
woman is therue brideof

the Savior, Yahushua. Notice
that she isclothed with the
light of the sun. This cannot
harmonize with the belief that 8
the day begins an hour before
sunrise. Rather it is only
between the hours ofunrise
and sunsetthat anything on
earth is considered to be
clothed with the sun. Likewise,
these manifestations of light as
beaconed from the celestial bodies are not in haymath anything that
is of a man-made Gregorian calendar that comes thenbeast power as
defined in Daniel 7:25.

Scripture’sweight of evidencelarifies that the “day,” including both the
seventh-day Sabbath and the Day of Atonement, coroeseatsunrise
and terminates aunset

Perhaps the most impressive evidence comes from ptiophetic
application Daniel makes with regards to the apidggl “Day of
Atonement.”

This was in
harmony with the proofs already presented that 2880 days would
terminatein the autumn, and the conclusion seemed irrbsasti

As mentioned earlier the term “from” is in referento something that
commences at point A and the term “unto” ends attg®. Here Ellen
White utilizes the wordterminate” to illustrate that the 2300 day/year
prophecy of Daniel was tterminate or endon October 22, 1844. This
was to be a precise and specific point of termomatbf a monumental
prophetic period of time, in contrast to an appmadie and indefinable
period of time. Therefore, the same principle sgplo the literal 12 hour
“Day of Atonement.” It commences, "from," and terminates "unto," at
specific and definable points in time, which aretgayed by the literal
sunrise and sunset.

From the evidence displayed above, the “day” conueerat sunrise and terminates at
sunset. Therefore, a “day” occupies only the suammywarm portion of a calendar date.

Some believe the “day” includes the entire peribghre-mixture of light and darkness,
known as “dawn.” According to both the Strong’snCordance and Brown-Driver-
Brigg’s Hebrew Lexicon, the term “yowm” # H3117 ee$ to a day as opposed to a night.
It has been demonstrated with supporting Scriptureh as Proverbs 4:18-19, the day
does not include any portion of the darkness dfitnighlso, the night watches define that
the first watch is the portion of night known asskluthat follows sunset, and the last
watch is the portion of night, known as dawn, the¢cedes sunrise.

Notice the portion of the “day” that Yahuwah coms®lto be sacred He has measured
“from twilight until twilight.” Another definition for the word “unto” or “untilis the
word “terminate.” No where does Scriptures deckaday to be from “dark unto dark.”

It would be only in measuring fromtark to darkthat one would be able to include the
entire period of both dawn and dusk, knowntwasight. That period of time can vary
from one to two hours. By utilizing the terms dsarand sunset, there is no variation in
time, as these are specific points in time thahoabe misunderstood.

The Exchange

An important point that has not yet been mentioseggarding what actually takes place
on earth as the dusk and dawn “twilights” occuthe Jparameters of the night help us
define the parameters of the day and all of thaiostl divisions. Since the night follows
the daylight, as the second half of a full calendtzte, the first watch of the night arrives
before the fourth watch of the same night peridte first watch of the night commences
at sunset and occupies the entire period knownvaisight.” Not by coincidence this

same period of time is also called the “Evening &Ngt for the very reason it

commenced at sunset, teechangeof darkness for light. The fourth watch of the righ
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commences as the eastern sky begins to mix ligtht thve darkness. This period of light
mixture is referred to as “dawn” and is one of th® “twilight” exchanges that take
place each calendar date. During this period oftunéx of light, the “day” has not
commenced, as it is yet the fourth watch. Eviddocéhis is in its name, as it is properly
referred to as the “Morning Watch.” It is the MangiWatch, because those watching are
watching for the moment the rays of sun burst fanhthe horizon. At the moment of
sunrise the “exchange” of light for darkness is ptate, and not before. Refer to the
illustration below.

At sunrise, the full and radiant beams of the sawehjust begun and the all variations of
darkness of the night watches and dawn twilightri@s given way to the bright beams
of day. At dusk, the opposite occurs, the brigharbe of day abruptly end at sunset, at
which time the dusk twilight commences which is thiet watch of the night. These
periods of dawn and dusk “twilights” occupy the ipdr where light and darkness
“exchange.” The complete “exchange” occurs twiaehecalendar date, first at sunrise
and twelve hours later at sunset. Both the peraiddusk and dawn are portions of the
night. Dusk is the period of “exchange” that imnagely follows sunset of light to
darkness, as the second half of a calendar datee irst watch of the night, also called
the Evening Watch. Dawn is the period of “exchantyelt precedes sunrise and is the
fourth watch of the night, otherwise known as therMng Watch.

commenced. This event is precisely marked by ¢imeireg forth of the sun at sunrise and
not sunset as so many have traditionally believed.

The “tenth day” is only twelve hours in length andludes only the daylight, ending at
sunset. We can know this because when the terrth"tenused it is always referring to a
“day” (#3007 yowm). When the term “ninth” is ustgkre is no qualifying term of “day,

therefore it refers to a completed “civil calendate,” which includes both the daylight
followed by the night. Therefore, illustrating ththe anticipated “Day of Atonement”

begins only following the completed “civil calenddate of the ninth,” at the sunrise for
the “tenth day.”

The Tenth of the Seventh Month

When a calendar date is mentioned as it is hekewticus 23:27 regarding tHgenth,”

it is always referring to an entire revolution bétearth. It has been discovered that a full
civil calendar date incorporates the period fromrse to sunrise, rather than sunset to
sunset as the modern Jews and others continudigvdrand teach. Leviticus 23:27 lays
the foundation for the date upon which tbay of Atonement™falls. It is clearly stated
that it is to be on thétenth day” of the month, counting from New Moon (#2320
chodesh). Then in the same breath Yahuwah comstitaugive clarification as to what is
to be done during th&Day of Atonement’on the specific day of the “tenth” as listed

It is not
until the middle of Leviticus 23:32 that any refece is made to the terminth” #8672.
In contrast to the clearly identified duties listedbe done on th&enth,” is there any
Scriptural support defining even one of them ibeéadone on th&ninth?”

You guessed it! There it one single itenlisted to be done on th#&inth,” rather this
Hebrew word that has been translated'rasth” #8672 — tesha appears to carry the
meaning of‘turning to the tenth”at the precise moment, which occurs at sunrise.

It's very name“gelf evident” that it
incorporates one day onbnd not two days as it has been assumed by so, f@ngo
long. As mentioned earlier in this series, “Thet fd@t certain doctrines have been held
as truth for many years by our people is not afpttwat our ideas are infallible. Age will
not make error into truth . .Councils to Writers and Editorq. 35. If this great holy
feast day were in actuality a two day feast, it ldobave been stated as such in all
locations in Scripture. No where is this holy teeeferred to asdays” (pleural) of
Atonement.

There are only four references to tBay of Atonement’in Scripture and each is written
by the hand of Moses as He was instructed by Yahu@artainly, he would not have
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intentionally contradicted himself in four staterteehe made regarding the “tenth” being
the “Day of Atonement,” when he recorded Leviti@B32, and the reference to the term
“ninth.”

Leviticus 16:29-31 —“This shall be a statute forever for you: In the
seventh month, on thenthday of the month, you shall afflict your souls,
and do no work at all, whether a native of your a@enntry or a stranger
who dwells among you. For on th@dythe priest shall make atonement
for you, to cleanse you, that you may be clean fedinyour sins before
the LORD. It is a Sabbathof solemn rest for you, and you shall afflict
your soulslt is a statute forever.”

Leviticus 23:27-31- “Also thetenthday of this seventh month shall be
the Day of Atonementlt shall be a holy convocation for you; you shall
afflict your souls, and offer an offering made ling fto the LORD. And
you shalldo no work on that same ddyr it is theDay of Atonement, to
make atonement for you before the LORD your Goar &y person
who is notafflicted in soul on that same dapall be cut off from his
people.

Hebrew reckoning of time is inclusive, which lithyameans that any portion of a day is
referred to as a whole day, and would be countdddasumented as such.

For those who believe a “day” commences at dusk:

If the reference in Leviticus 23:32, is as has bassumed to be the
“ninth” civil calendar date (#8672)and was intended by Moses to begin
at dusk, then 12 hours of this calendar date of “theth” would be
inclusive. In other words, this feast known as yDaf Atonement, to be
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accurately recorded, must be called the "PalfyAtonement,” or the two
dayfeast of Atonement.

“ninth civil calendar date.”

The first Scriptural reference to the holy fed3ay of Atonement”is found in Leviticus
16:29. Yet it speaks only of tieenth” counting from New Moon, and there is not even
a word about théninth” or a single hint to a previoway, morning, night or evening
Also, please notice in verse 29 that it is ontdr@hcounting from New Moon that they
were to“afflict their souls, and do no work.This was not to be done on the “ninth.”
Also, verse 30 states thagrf'thatday, the priest shall make atonement for youNobtice
that this is referring to the “tenth” day that kskravas to afflict or humble their souls, and
noton any other day.

Leviticus 25:9-10 states that every fiftieth yehe tJubilee was to commence on the
“tenth” calendar date of the Seventh Month, counting floenNew Moon, on th&Day

of Atonement Notice that this verse is silent with regardatainth” calendar date. In
its blatant silence, volumes are spoken that tastf®ay of Atonement’was ordained
and appointed to occupy the calendar date oftémh.”

When in doubt, we can apply the principleSufripture’s weight of evidencd-our times
Moses states that the “tenth day” is the Day ofn&taent, a holy convocation. One time
(Leviticus 23:32) within these four separate staets, a secondary reference is made to
the “ninth or turn to the tenth.” But where is the weight of evidence? The evidenc
overwhelmingly defines th#enth” to be thé'Day of Atonement.”

So three questions remain:

1) Are thesdour statements, which are all written by the hand ofshs,
to be brought into harmony with a single statemesnich on the surface
appears to refer to the precise moment the ninndar date turns to the
tenth?

Each of the four Scriptures listed above contaialifjars, certifying that the feasbay

of Atonement’occupies only thédaylight hours.” This is because the terfday”
(yowm) #3117'warm hours of the day” is included each time Agorent is mentioned.
This feast day in question, could easily have beed“night of atonement,”if it were
truly to occupy the darkness of night. Strikinghtyimbers 29:7-8 does not overtly state
the word(yowm) #3117warm hours of the day,” but rather it goes in&tdail regarding
all the sacrifices to be administered:

On the tenth_(dawas added by translators)of this seventh monthsyali
have a holy convocation. You shall afflict your Eoyou shall not do any
work. You shall present a burnt offering to the LIDAS a sweet aroma:
one young bullone ramand_seven lamhs their first year. Be sure they
are without blemish.

These are an immense amount of sacrifices to bmgadished. Remember it was to be a
holy convocation and an assembly of all the peobllewere to be present and accounted
for during all the sacrifices for the purpose ofrthling their hearts in repentance and
confession of sin. The sacrifices alone would h@aken a minimum of three hours as
the work was to be done by the High Priest. Wadhkl heavenly Father require these
sacrifices to commence at sunset, when visibiligs wwindling, and following a long
day of work, when men, women and children weredteiad in need of rest? If on the
other hand this Feast event commenced at suntisgyane would be fresh and ready to
focus on the magnitude of the event at hand. Thgh Hiriest and his assistants would
have full visibility, and all could freely attenbe assembly. Ironically, what then would
be the purpose of commencing any portion of thienéwn the*ninth?” | ask this
guestion because there is not one single mentiaitioér sacrificing, or humbling and
afflicting souls, until thétenth.” Perhaps, what isn’t said speaks equally as lowdhas

is said regarding the “ninth” éturn to the tenth.”

Whenever aivil calendar dateis used in counting from the New Moon it is always
referring to thedaylightfollowed by thenight, unless there is a qualifier such as the word
day or night, or even unto evenn the case of the wofdinth,” neither the word “day”
nor “night” are present as qualifiers, so it musthandled as a whole civil day, which
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would include both thelay and thenight Therefore, if the “ninth” is to be included in
with the “tenth” for the Day of Atonement as marsfibve, this would cause the feast,
which is defined as aday”’ to occupy a full civil calendar date plus the ligiyt hours of
the “tenth day.” So where does the discrepancy lie?

Calendar Dates Like Pages of a Book

Have you ever considered tHatvil calendar dates” can be illustrated like pages in a
book? For example,@vil calendar datas divided into two halves, such as when a book
is open and there are two pages facing up. Wittkbave give each page a separate
number, but witleivil calendar dateshe two halves, “daylight and night,” have the sam
calendar date. Together the day and the night mpkke entire civil calendar date.

When you are done reading both pages that face ymusimply turn the page. With

civil calendar dates, first comes the daylight daled by the night. While the night

encompasses both periods of twilight, at its begmmand end, it ultimately comes to a
close at precisely sunrise. If these were pageslwiok, the turning of the page would
represent sunrise. Notice that no page needs toausunset, for the new beginning
occurs at sunrise when the page symbolically isetir A new civil calendar date begins
when the first rays of the sun break forth andhdaihe day. It is only then that a new
“day” has begun along with a whole nésivil calendar date.”

Some believe that the word immediately following thord“ninth” in Leviticus 23:32 is
the word “day.”

on a feast day. In both verse 28 and 31, [rey of Atonement”is specified to be a day
to honor Yahuwah byolding a feastand not one single Hebrew word even alludes to
fasting.

The purpose of this feast as stated in Leviticu23s to be a@ormal rehearsalto
confess sin and receive forgivendsscause of Yahushua's great sacrifice and His
extended grace toward us. It is self-evident wéards to the very nature of this feast
that it was not abolished at the cross. This bseconfession of sins still very much

a current necessity among believers today. As &mthere are sinners on earth, there is
sin and a need of confession and forgiveness. Ag &s Christ our Priestly intercessor
stands before His Father, the door of mercy remaes. The ministry of restoration of
souls to Himself continues in the heavenly Sangtuas a perpetual daily and yearly
event.

Does the Sabbath and Day of Atonement Occupy the Sa
Portion of Time?

So are both théseventh-day Sabbathand theé‘Day of Atonement’to occupy the same
portion of a full“civil calendar date,” but on their respective days of the week? It has
already been discovered that the Sabbath commeansesirise, contrary to the traditions
of the modern Jews and other Sabbatarians. Refaertitle,“Sunrise or Sunset, When
Does a Day Begin?”
