These changdydaith its waxing phases growing in
light the first half of the month, and its waninbggses diminishing in light for the second
half.

The terms “New Moon” (# 2320) and “lunar month” 2820) are interchangeable, as
both are intrinsically connected to the term “mghtihich is derived from the word
“moon.” The “crescent New Moon” refers to a spexifihase of the moon or month,
while the “lunar month” includes all 30 moon or niorphases. These phases change



daily in a pattern consistent with their longituairpositions in the sky. The crescent
New Moon is simply the first lunar phase that appeanew following the dark
conjunction lunar phase that closes each montte cféscent New Moon is only seen on
the horizon of the western sky at sunset. Onieséen, the Shofar is blown, announcing
the next daylight is New Moon day. Psalms 81:3.

In the Oxford English Dictionary clip below, therne “month” is defined as <A
measure of time corresponding to the period of Ikgian of the moon.”

In contrast, ‘day seven” feasts are weekly
reminders and promises that the entire plan ofasialr will not exceed one “Sabbath
Complete,” a period of seven thousand years. herotvords each weekly Sabbath is a
reminder of our Creator’s love and a promise tlatasd death, pain and suffering will
all be abolished by His work in the Sanctuary aboles this work that is completed by

of the year. According to Exodus 12 and Levitics 2 commences at sunrise on the

day of the week, also known as the preparation diaig always on or very near the full
moon. The day following?assoveris always the seventh-day Sabbath, which is also
always a High Sabbath, because on it the FeashtdaMened Bread commences. The
Hebrew Old Testament and Greek New Testament meferto Passover &siday. It is

the first of the Appointed Feasts which Christ Messiah fulfilled precisely, as He died
during the daylight hours of the 14th.

Because Passover is only found by counting to thetéenth day following the New
Moon, the time system is distinguished as lunistilae-keeping. But notice that the
seventh-day Sabbath is consistently located ondthe following Passover, this fact
“forever fixes” the seventh-day Sabbath to the saoumt from New Moon day.
