Biblical Hebrew practice was to begin the monthtba day following the first visible
crescent moon. According to astronomical chals first visible crescent was seen on the
night of April 11, therefore, the Yavas observed as New Moon day.

New Moon day is
called day 1 (this is the first day of the montht bot the first day of the work week); the
first Sabbath is the™day of the month and™day of the week; the second Sabbath is
day 15; the third Sabbath is day 22; and the labb8&th is day 29. (In order to see the
details of each calendar more clearly, adjust gageon our tool bar.)

As you proceed to establish the facts of the cmuoii of Christ, it will be beneficial to
begin at the top with the year, followed by thessega the month and, finally, the day.
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Below you will see the Julian/Gregorian calendahes framework of squares and dates in
brown, but the Creator’s lunisolar calendar as aerlay in blue, is represented by the
phases of the moon. It will appear that the Créatlumisolar calendar floats thru the
Julian/Gregorian calendar, but in fact the opposstetrue. Here you will see the
discrepancy between the two calendars, specifieally relates to the seventh-day Sabbath.

These twoety/mf
calendation are at odds with one another and nev&rmony.

There is no other graphic that so perfectly illatts the inherent conflict between lunisolar
calendation and Roman Gregorian calendation, wsttileating unbroken cycles of weeks
than this lunisolar calendar depicting the lunaages for A.D. 31.

Horizontally, the lunar phases define the lengtleath month of the crucifixion year, A.D.
31. In addition notice the layout of the weeks dneir appointed lunisolar seventh-day
Sabbaths. Notice then how the holy appointed gpaimd fall Feasts are perfectly laid out
commencing on the seventh-day Sabbath and theswidl by a seventh-day Sabbath, a
point often missed in the Leviticus rendering.

Specifically the black boxes are the beginningaxfteJulian/Gregorian month. Notice how
the black boxes don’t stay in harmony with the tuphases at all, but float through the
lunisolar calendar. The black type within those dém»and otherwise filling the page
represent the Julian/Gregorian calendar unbrokefe ayf week days, as well as calendar
dates. Notice how these weeks visibly float thiotige lunisolar weeks as defined by the
lunar phases.

The first visible crescent New Moon announces thatfollowing day is
New Moon Day, and that a new month will begin.

The first visible crescent New Moon also announdesv Year's Day to
begin on the first day of Abib in spring (Exodus1-B).

New Moon Days are neveseventh-day Sabbaths because they are the
ordinal first day of the month and never the selvalay of anything. They

Therefore, because it was tReeparation Day,that the bodies should not
remain on the cross on the Sabbath for that Sabedha high day, the Jews
asked Pilate that their legs might be broken, dad they might be taken
away. [The Preparation Day here mentioned is the sixth afathe week,
because the following day was a High Sabbath. ghHsabbath was the
term used when a yearly appointed Feast Sabbattedamn a regular
seventh-day Sabbath.]
