Today is the eighth day of our Creator’s Seventh Lunar Month count, in which the
year begins in the spring. It is also the authentic first lunar Sabbath of the month.
It looks like 07-08-5994. It coincides with the Roman Gregorian calendar planetary
date of Tues, 10-14-2025.

Our Creator placed His full moon beacon as the original New Moon and the start of
His months, high above for all to see. All praise to Yahuah Alahim for His steadfast
love and compassion for His children and His patience in restoring His lost truths in
preparation for the Second Coming of His Son, Yahusha haMashiach (the Messiah).
Simply because the full moon as New Moon, with its count to Lunar Sabbaths and
annual Feast Days, is not popular among the Rabbinical Pharisee Jews or the
Romanized Christian churches today, does in no way diminish its LIGHT OF
TRUTH shining from the pages of Scripture and His Eternal Throne. Only Yahuah’s
Ruach (power, presence, and provision) gives those who seek Him with all their
hearts “eyes to see and ears to hear.” Ask Him today to reveal His New Moon and



lunar Sabbath to you, and see how your life will change as your soul temple is
synchronized to His throne for all eternity.

THE MISHKAN
(Dwelling in Yahuah’s Tabernacle)

We were looking into the distance at a solitary brown tent. It sat in the middle of an
open expanse in the foreground of a range of desert mountains. I thought he would
say something about the tent, but instead he spoke of prayer.

“How would you define prayer?”

“Prayer is a talk to Yahuah Alahim (God),” I said, “to bring to Him your needs
and requests.”

“That’s a part of prayer,” he said. “But it’s more than that. The Tabernacle was
Israel’s central place of prayer. But it was never called the Tabernacle.”

“What then was it called?”
“The mishkan.”
“What’s a mishkan?”

“It comes from the Hebrew root word shakan. Shakan means to dwell. So
mishkan means the dwelling. The mishkan was the tent or tabernacle that would
allow Yahuah Alahim to dwell in the midst of His people. It was also the central
place of prayer. So prayer is linked to...”

“The dwelling of Yahuah Alahim.”

“But the mishkan wasn’t only the dwelling place of Yahuah Alahim. It was also
called the Tent of Meeting. It’s where Yahuah Alahim and man met together. You
see, prayer is not just an action; it’s a meeting, an encounter. The mishkan was not
only where Alahim dwelt, but man. Prayer is not primarily about saying words or
performing an act. Prayer is a mishkan. Prayer is about dwelling. It’s the dwelling
of Yahuah Alahim and man together. So the deepest part of prayer is that of dwelling
in the dwelling of Yahuah Alahim...being present in the presence of the Most High.
And to dwell is more than just saying the words of a prayer or singing the words of
a song and then being finished with it. Prayer is to dwell in the presence of Alahim
(God). And the word mishkan also means the remaining, the continuing, the abiding,
and the inhabiting. What then is the heart of prayer?

“It is to abide in His abiding.”



“To rest in His resting.”
“To remain in His remaining.”
“To dwell in His dwelling.”
“And to inhabit His habitation.

“To know what prayer truly is, you must go deeper...you must enter the
mishkan.”
