It 
looks like 09-15-5994. It coincides with the Roman Gregorian calendar planetary 
date of Fri, 12-19-2025.   

Our Creator placed His full moon beacon as the original New Moon and the start of 
His months, high above for all to see. All praise to Yahuah Alahim for His steadfast 
love and compassion for His children and His patience in restoring His lost truths in 
preparation for the Second Coming of His Son, Yahusha haMashiach (the Messiah). 
Simply because the full moon as New Moon, with its count to Lunar Sabbaths and 
annual Feast Days, is not popular among the Rabbinical Pharisee Jews or the 
Romanized Christian churches today, does in no way diminish its LIGHT OF 
TRUTH shining from the pages of Scripture and His Eternal Throne. Only Yahuah’s 



Ruach (power, presence, and provision) gives those who seek Him with all their 
hearts “eyes to see and ears to hear.”

ALTAR OF SACRIFICE - THE KEY

     He took me back into the chamber that housed the stone replica of the Temple.  
“That,” he said, pointing to his right, “is the brazen altar, the altar on which the 
sacrifices were offered up and by which the people were reconciled to God, [the 
Most High, Yahuah Alahim]. On the Day of Atonement [Yom Kippur], after the 
sacrifice was complete, the high priest would take the blood and enter through those 
two golden doors into the holy place [kodesh]. He would then go beyond the veil 
into the holy of holies where he would sprinkle the blood on the Ark of the Covenant 
in between the wings of the golden cherubim.  Everything begins with the altar.  
What does it foretell, the altar of sacrifice?”  

     “The offering of the final sacrifice,” I said, “the sacrifice of Messiah.”  

     “On what altar? He asked.  

     “On the altar of the cross.”  

     “Yes,” he said. “The cross is the ultimate and cosmic altar of the ultimate and 
cosmic sacrifice, the Lamb of God [Yahuah Alahim].  But the altar of sacrifice was 
only one part of the Temple ceremony.  What about the rest?”  



     “What do you mean?”  

     “Many people [Christians] view the cross as if it were the end of salvation.  But 
the altar of sacrifice was never THE END, but THE BEGINNING.  It is the altar of 
sacrifice that gives access, the ability to enter through the Temple doors, to walk 
beyond the veil, and to stand in the holy of holies [Kodesh of Kodeshim].  The altar 
begins the journey.  So then, the cosmic altar must give you cosmic access …that 
you might begin a cosmic journey.  

     The altar of Messiah’s sacrifice gives you access to go where you never could go 
before, to open doors you never before could open, to enter into that which you 
never before could enter, and to walk a path you never before could walk.  This 
cosmic altar gives you the power to enter the realm of the holy [kodesh] and, in the 
Spirit [Ruach], to stand in the heavenly places, in the holy of holies [kodesh of 
Kodeshim], in the actual dwelling place of God [Yahuah Alahim].    

     Learn the mystery and the magnitude of this altar and enter beyond the veil…For 
if the altar of sacrifice opened the WAY that one might dwell in the holy [kodesh] 
place in the earthly Sanctuary/Temple, then the altar of our Messiah’s sacrifice has 
opened the WAY for you to dwell in [the Temple not made with hands] in the 
heavenlies …the realms of ETERNAL GLORY.”  

     The Mission:  Bring your life totally to the cross. It is the doorway.  Use its access 
to go where you never could before.  Exodus 40:6; Leviticus 16:12-14; Hebrews 
4:14-16; 10:19-23.

Throughout my life, while attending a Christian Church, I was continually surprised 
every time a pastor or evangelist would declare that it was all FINISHED at the 
cross.  While analyzing this, I would say to myself, “The payment for sin, as in the 
wages of sin, was paid in full by the Messiah on the cross.”  But to me, it was clear 
from my studies that for each sinner who comes to the foot of the cross, it was only 
the beginning. This is made manifest in the events of the Temple ceremonial services 
and in the specific lunar-appointed Feast Dates, as illustrated on earth, first in the 
wilderness Sanctuary and later in the Temple.  Contrary to the Christian illusion, we 
do have a part to play.  Ours is to “follow the Lamb whithersoever He goes in the 
Heavenlies,” throughout each year of our lives, as this is the mechanism He 
designed for our restoration.  We must enter at the altar in order to enter in at the 
door. It is a choice, and an action. The yearly Feast Days provide the pattern and the 
door.
