An Inconvenient Truth 

As folks consider the lunar Sabbath and lunar appointed Feast Days as the original way of the Most 
High, it is easy to overlook and even minimize the value and importance the Creator Yahuah 
Alahim has placed upon the New Moon Day.  For centuries, and nearly 2,000 years, the world has 
succumbed to the custom of a seven-day week cycle that includes only one sacred day. But was 
this by Divine design?  Most folks have understood the sacred day to be either Saturday (the 
seventh) or Sunday (the first) of the Roman calendar invention and its continuous weekly cycle.  
So in returning to the ancient paths of the Most High, and in preparation for His Return and 
Kingdom government, our hearts and eyes are being opened to a new reality, which has always 
existed.  So many are open to the lunar Sabbath with its corresponding lunar Feast Days, but then 
there is this entirely new idea of keeping an additional day holy, sacred, and undefiled each month. 
For many, keeping the New Moon Day sacred and holy is a stumbling block and an inconvenient 
truth.
