The truth is always greater than our 
knowing.  Your mind and heart are finite, clay jars.  But the truth has no end.

     “Like a river,” I said. 

     “Yes,” he said, “but when the jar opens itself, it becomes unlimited.  It can contain 
the waters of the river… So open now your mind, your heart, and your life.
