The prophet Jeremiah, known as “the weeping prophet,” spent 40 years of ministry warning the 
people of Judah of coming judgment by Yahuah Alahim for their wickedness.  He made it clear 
that if they repented of their sin, that Yahuah Alahim would postpone the inevitable destruction 
that was to come.  But his message was rejected and as a result, the city, temple and nation of 
Judah was destroyed.  The people suffered great devastation and loss for their disobedience.  

In this chapter he describes his own personal agony, brokenness and pain.  He experienced deep 
sorrow because of the affliction he saw by the rod of Yahuah Alahim’s wrath (3:1).  But he had 
hope because he knew that Yahuah Alahim is compassionate toward those whose hope is in Him. 

We too have times when we are broken before Yahuah.  We are distressed by sin or disobedience 
in or own lives.  Or we are deeply burdened for a friend or family member because they are far 
from Yahuah Alahim. 

In our most desperate hour, when all seems lost and darkness seems to consume us and our hearts 
are broken, Yahuah Alahim, by His grace will remind us, “Therefore I Hope in Him.”  Once we 
begin to focus on His mercy and grace, then our downhill spiral of despair ceases. 

We may be hard-pressed on every side, yet not crushed; we are perplexed, but not in despair, 
persecuted, but not forsaken; struck down, but not destroyed.  (2 Corinthians 4:8-9).  Why?  
Because of Yahuah Alahim’s mercies.  They are plural in number because of their abundance 
and variety.  Yahuah does not only show mercy, HE IS MERCY, the Father of mercies.  It’s 
one of His attributes.   

If Yahuah Alahim had dealt with us according to our sins, we would have been consumed a 
long time ago, but He has dealt with us according to His mercies.  We must call to mind that 
“His compassions fail not.  They are new every morning.” So when we feel like we have lost all 
that we have in this world; our job, family, health, we are to remember that “GREAT IS YAHUAH’S 
FAITHFULNESS.” So we can say, as did the prophet Jeremiah, “Yahuah Alahim is my portion … 
therefore I hope in Him.”
