You let His 
Ruach (Spirit – power and presence) move you and His love becomes the impulse of all you do.  Then 
your life will flow as it was meant to flow, with rhyme and beauty, and you’ll become His workmanship, 
His masterpiece… the Poem of Alahim.”
