It’s what 
we need for growth.”

When you put the beit together with lechem, you get beit lechem, which would mean…”

which sustains you, what you need above all things.” 

     “I don’t understand.” 

     “Only because you don’t recognize it yet.” 

     “Recognize what?” 

     “Beit lechem, the house of bread. You already know it.  It’s Bethlehem.” 

     “Bethlehem!”  I said.  “The house of bread! And so it’s there that we find the bread, that 
which we need most, that which sustains us, our most basic necessity, the staff of life… in 
Bethlehem!” 

     “Yes,” said the teacher, “so if what we needed most was money, if money was the bread of our 
lives, then what we’d find in Bethlehem, the house of bread, would be money.  If what we needed 
most was success, then we’d find success there.  Or if it was acceptance or pleasures or substances 
or careers or possessions or any other thing we desired.  If any of these were what we needed most, 
then that’s what we would have found in Bethlehem.  But we didn’t’ find any of those things there.  
What is it that we find in Bethlehem?”

     “Yes, Him.  We find the Messiah [Yahusha], who has come down from heaven to the place, 
the house where we dwell.  So what does this reveal?” 

     “That more than anything else…we need HIM.” 

     “Yes. What we find in the house of bread…is the Bread of Life.”

Kerrie’s Comments 
 
Every year the Christian churches celebrate the birth of “Jesus Christ,” born in Bethlehem, one 
day only on “Christmas,” the reality is that we need bread (lechem) for sustenance every day. 
This is so often overlooked.   
 

Additionally, when we substitute His sacred name with that of another, and celebrate at any 
appointed time other than His preordained appointed time, it creates an entire disconnect. Meaning 
we are not really celebrating with Him nor meeting His appointment.  Stunningly, His true birthday 
is revealed in Scripture, but those who have bought the Roman holiday paradigm for Christian 
celebrations, will never find it.  However, “And the times of this ignorance, Alahim/Elohim winked 
at; but now commands all men everywhere to repent.” Acts 17:30 

Today is an opportunity to know when Yahusha haMashiach was born, that we may celebrate this 
lunar appointed time with Him at its set time in a few months. His preordained Holy Days (Feast 
Days) were provided as the pathway, His only ordered Holy days (Feast days) unto Salvation. So 
it is that every day, and all day long, our greatest need is for Him to abide and dwell (beit or beth) 
in our hearts, His house.
