
 
 
Shabbat Shalom, all who worship Yahuah Alahim and Yahusha 
haMashiach on their Kadosh (set-apart) New Moons, Lunar 
Sabbaths, and Feast Days according to the full moon as the start of 
months! 
 
Today is the 29th day of our Creator’s Third Lunar Month count that begins in the spring. It is 
also the authentic fourth lunar Sabbath of the month. It is coincident with the Roman Gregorian 
calendar planetary date of Sun., 07-02-2023.   
 
New Moon Day of the Fourth Lunar Month will occur on Tues., 07-04-2023.  
 
He placed His full moon beacon as the original New Moon and the start of His months, high above 
for all to see. All praise to YAHUAH Alahim for His steadfast love and compassion for His 
children and His patience in restoring His lost truths in preparation for the Second Coming of His 
Son, Yahusha haMashiach (the Messiah). Simply because the full moon as New Moon, with its 
count to Lunar Sabbaths, and annual Feast Days is not popular among the Rabbinical Pharisee 
Jews or the Romanized Christian churches today, does, in no way diminish its LIGHT OF TRUTH 
shining from the pages of Scripture and His Eternal Throne. Only YAHUAH’S Ruach (power, 
presence, and provision) gives those who seek Him with all their hearts “eyes to see and ears to 
hear.” Ask Him today to reveal His New Moon and lunar Sabbath to you and see how your life 
will change as your soul temple is synchronized to His for all eternity.

The Good Shepherd 
     "Most assuredly, I say to you, he who does not enter the sheepfold by the door, but climbs up 
some other way, the same is a thief and a robber.  

     But he who enters by the door is the shepherd of the sheep.  

     To him the doorkeeper opens, and the sheep hear his voice; and he calls his own sheep by name 
and leads them out.  

     And when he brings out his own sheep, he goes before them; and the sheep follow him, for they 
know his voice.  

     Yet they will by no means follow a stranger, but will flee from him, for they do not know the 
voice of strangers."  

     YAHUSHA haMashiach used this illustration, but they did not understand the things which He 
spoke to them.  

     Then He said to them again, "Most assuredly, I say to you, I am the door of the sheep.  

     All who ever came before Me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not hear them.  

     I am the door. If anyone enters by Me, he will be saved, and will go in and out and find pasture.   

     The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. I have come that they may 
have life, and that they may have it more abundantly.  

     "I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd gives His life for the sheep.  



     But a hireling, he who is not the shepherd, one who does not own the sheep, sees the wolf 
coming and leaves the sheep and flees; and the wolf catches the sheep and scatters them.  

     The hireling flees because he is a hireling and does not care about the sheep.  

     I am the good shepherd; and I know My sheep, and am known by My own.  

     As the Father knows Me, even so I know the Father; and I lay down My life for the sheep.  

     And other sheep I have which are not of this fold; them also I must bring, and they will hear 
My voice; and there will be one flock and one shepherd.  

     "Therefore My Father loves Me, because I lay down My life that I may take it again.  

     No one takes it from Me, but I lay it down of Myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have 
power to take it again. This command I have received from My Father."  John 10:1-18 

 

     YAHUSHA answered them, "I told you, and you do not believe. The works that I do in My 
Father's name, they bear witness of Me.  

     But you do not believe, because you are not of My sheep, as I said to you.  

     My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me.  

     And I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; neither shall anyone snatch them out 
of My hand.  

     My Father, who has given them to Me, is greater than all; and no one is able to snatch them out 
of My Father's hand.

Presented below are three short videos. Each video illustrates unique aspects about the 
relationship of the Good Shepherd with his faithful and not so faithful sheep.  The parallel is drawn 
between the shepherd of our souls as YAHUSHA the Messiah, the sheep and his faithful followers, 
the wolf and the enemy of souls, and the wayward sheep and the lawless.  
 

1. The first video illustrates the sheep’s obedience only to their faithful and true shepherd 
who they know and trust.  Will they respond at all to the voices of others who call out to 
them?

3. The third video is the focus of this Sabbath Message and is beyond incredible how it 

portrays the relationship of the sheep with their master shepherd. It is all about the 
Shepherd calling and His sheep listening only to His voice. Please don’t get lost in the 
term “Jesus” which is used a couple of times in this video, but set your mind to His real 
name, YAHUSHA haMashiach.

It’s the act of following the Shepherd that keeps the sheep alive. Sheep don’t know where 
to find good pasture or where to find water or shelter.  Only the shepherd knows where all 
the needs of his flock can be met.  So he calls to them and they follow him to food drink 
and protection. Metaphorically, this is what a relationship with YAHUSHA haMashiach 
looks like.  Human souls following the voice of the only one who knows where to lead 
them. YAHUSHA said, 
 

“My sheep listen to my voice; I know them, and they follow me.” John 10:27 
 
This brings up several important questions. 
 

 How is it that all the Bible related religions claim they have the TRUTH 
(green pastures) and the Ruach haKadosh (holy spirit of living water) as it 
is in either the Torah (O.T.) or the Brit Hadasha (N.T.) yet they all teach 
different things that are not in accordance with either what YAHUSHA 
haMashiach taught, what He believed, or how He lived His life? This would 
include, time-measuring, sacred days for assembly, praying, praising, and 



singing in the original sacred names. Are these not our sacred appointments 
with Him in His sheepfold? Isn’t this where obedience is applied?  First we 
listen to learn, then we apply it by taking action which is what is meant by 
following. When we choose to follow… our choices, actions, and lives are 
at once synchronized to the ETERNAL throne by way of the Shepherd of 
our Souls.  
 

 Might this cause some serious reflection? 
 
It appears that every last one of these organizations is like the sheep that 
claim to belong to a sheepfold, yet seek to self-govern without the guidance 
and protection of the Good Shepherd YAHUSHA haMashiach.  In light of 
this very graphic video it seems that ALL of them have chosen their own 
path.  In this way it appears that these organizations have taught their people 
NOT to enter the sheepfold by the door, but to climb up some other way, as 
a thief and a robber. They claim to seek salvation and Eternal Life but 
through various other methods other than is provided by the Good Shepherd 
of our souls. 

 

 Who could imagine the sheep leading the Shepherd?   

Yet, this appears to be occurring among the people who claim to be 
followers of the Word but go their own way. Of course the Messiah is not 
following them except to rescue them from danger. They are really sheep 
without a soul shepherd. They have a different gospel message (pathway), 
and hear a different voice who leads them away from the living water 
(Ruach haKadosh), away from the green grass (TRUTH), and out of the 
protection of the sheepfold and the door of safety. Only too late will they 
discover the wolf is behind the mask as their real leader and eternal death 
and destruction is their unforeseen destiny.  

 

 So what will happen on Judgment Day? YAHUSHA haMashiach 
said… 

 

"Not everyone who says to Me, Master, Master, shall enter the kingdom of 
heaven, but he who does the will of My Father in heaven. 

Many will say to Me in that day, Master, Master, have we not prophesied 
in Your name, cast out demons in Your name, and done many wonders in 

Your name?' 

And then I will declare to them, 'I never knew you; depart from Me, 
you who practice LAWLESSNESS [Torahlessness]!'” Matthew 7:21-

All because they didn’t recognize His 
voice and follow Him!!!
