INTO THE DEEP

They caught so many fish that their nets began to break.  What do you see in that?  Asked the 
teacher. 

     “It’s wise to listen to the Messiah,” I replied. 

     “Yes, but what did He tell them to do?” 

     “To launch out into the deep and …” 

     “To launch out into the deep.  That’s it right there…to launch out into the deep.” 

     “What does it mean?” I asked. 

     “It means that the fish weren’t in the shallow waters.” 



     “But what does it mean to us?” 

     “It means that your blessings aren’t in the shallow waters either.” 

     “I still don’t get it.” 

     “The blessings of YAHUAH aren’t found in the shallow waters.  You won’t find them in 
the shallow waters of faith.  They don’t swim there.” 

     He paused for a moment as if to think, then continued.   

     “There are many who call themselves by Messiah’s name, but most dwell only in the 
shallow waters.  They stay close to shore.  They stay near that which is familiar and 
comfortable.  They never fully leave the old ways, the old life.  So they never fully launch out.  
They never enter the deep.  They believe but with a shallow faith.  They read the Scriptures 
but only get into the shallow of the Word, the surface, the letter.  They pray but only in the shallow 
of prayer.  They never allow themselves to enter the deep of prayer.  They never allow themselves 
the time.  And they know of Yahuah’s love, but they never get into the deep of His love.  As a 
result, they never know the deep blessings that He has for them.  But if you want the blessing of 
YAHUAHA Alahim and YAHUSHA haMashiach, you must leave the shallow and launch out 
away from the shore, away from its distractions, away from the old and the familiar, and into the 
deep…into the deep waters of faith, the deep waters of His presence, the deep of His Word, the 
deep of worship, the deep of His joy, the deep of His voice, the deep of His Ruach haKadosh 
(Spirit), and the deep of His heart.  That’s where your blessings are waiting and will be found.” 

     “And miracles?” 

     Miracles so big that your net will break…in the deep waters of YAHUAH Alahim! 

And there let down 
your net that it might break with His abundant blessings.  Genesis 49:25; Luke 5:4-11; 1

Can you detect the two major things the following verses have in common?   
 

Mark 1:15 [Yahusha said] “Repent and believe the gospel.” 
 
Mark 5:36 [Yahusha said] “Do not be afraid, only believe.” 
 
Mark 9:23 [Yahusha said] “If you can believe, all things are possible to him who 
believes." 
 
Mark 16:16 [Yahusha said] “He who believes and is baptized will be saved…” 
 
Mark 16:17 Yahusha said] “And these signs will follow those who believe…” 
 
Acts 16:31 “…Believe on YAHUSHA the Messiah, and you will be saved…” 
 
Romans 10:9 “If you confess with your mouth Yahusha the Messiah and believe 
in your heart that Yahuah has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.” 
 

You guessed it! They all have the word “believe” in them and also infer that salvation is dependent 
on that belief. But what if the term “believe” is not the intention of the writers?  What if it is just 
not enough?  What if the whole world has been tricked?  There is another term that is so much 



more specific that illustrates the believer has actually jumped in with both feet and launched into 
the deep.  That word is trust.  Trust and believe are used interchangeably in the New Testament 
(Brit Hadasha) and come from the very same Greek word (G#4100 Pisteuo – have faith, entrust, 
believe, put in trust with, and entrust). One is only a mental consideration but the other is a choice 
of the whole being who acts upon their belief by putting their trust in Him.  
 
Read the above verses again but this time insert the word “TRUST” and see how much more depth 
of meaning each has, but also how it ties the two (trustee and trustor) together in a bond.  Believing 
does not have the power to create this bond, as it lacks putting your entire self in His hands, the 
ONE who is able to keep you from falling and present you faultless before the throne of Grace.”
