How can the 
answer come from the one in need of the answer?  It’s like telling a drowning man that if he would 
only swim well enough, he could save himself.  If he could swim well enough, he wouldn’t be 
drowning.  He’d be the lifeguard.” 

     “So then, what’s the answer?” 

     “The answer is that the problem can never answer itself.  Only the answer can answer.  So the 
earthly can never attain the heavenly.  But the heavenly can attain the earthly.” 

     “What do you mean?” 



     “Salvation can never come from earth to heaven…but only from heaven to earth.  All these 
paths are hands reaching up to heaven.  But the answer is radically different.  It’s a hand reaching 
down to earth.  The answer must come from the Answer. So salvation can never just end in heaven.  
It must begin there.” 

     “So it’s not so much about getting into heaven.” 

     “No,” he said, “it’s about heaven getting into us.” 

     “Heaven coming down…to us.” 

     “The descent of heaven…the heavenly visiting the earthly…the heavenly One becoming 
earthly (YAHUSHA the Messiah)… so that the earthly might become heavenly.” 

     “So it’s not about attaining anything.” 

     “No,” he said, “it’s about receiving everything…starting with heaven.”

Kerrie’s Comments 
 
In this article, the teacher engages in a conversation about the concept of reaching heaven. He 
challenges the notion that doing good deeds is the path to heaven, emphasizing that if salvation is 
based on human actions, it implies self-salvation and questions the necessity of salvation itself. 
The teacher suggests that salvation must come from heaven to earth, not the other way around. 
The focus shifts from attaining heaven through human effort to allowing heaven to enter and 
transform individuals. The mission proposed is to aim for the infusion of heaven's love, blessings, 
and joy into one's life, as opposed to striving to reach heaven through personal actions. Yet, is this 
thought process complete? I don’t think so. 
 
I appreciate the creative aspect of this devotional; however, I believe a crucial element is missing 
— obedience. Scripture, particularly the first five books of the Old Testament, known as the Torah 
Law, provides detailed instructions for righteous living. Our Creator does not impose His will, but 
when we choose obedience, it serves as a signal to Him of our devotion. In reality, obedience acts 
as our primary receiver of righteousness, showcasing our acceptance of heaven in its entirety. 
Those who grasp this lesson from Scripture become individuals positioned to enter the physical 
heaven, partake from the tree of life, and receive eternal life. Let our mission be to humble 
ourselves before YAHUAH and seek to honor Him through our obedience.
