There was, born to the Kohenim, to 
the house of Aaron, a child who was not only a priest, but one descended from Aaron on both his 
father’s and mother’s line, a pure-blooded priest.  The child was given the name Yochanan.” 

     “I’ve never heard of him.” 

     “You have,” said the teacher.  “You know him as John the Baptist.” 

     “John the Baptist! Of the house of Aaron…of the Kohanim…I didn’t…” 

     “And what did the Kohenim do?  They presented the lambs for the sacrifice.  So it was John 
who presented the Lamb, Messiah, the final sacrifice, to Israel.  It was the Kohenim who identified 
the sacrifice and certified that it was acceptable to be sacrificed.  So it was Yochanan, John, who 
first identified Messiah as the acceptable sacrifice.  He was the first to identify Messiah as the 
sacrificial Lamb.
