Darkness and Evil

     It was a dark night.  There was no moon.  And only a few stars could be seen in 
the desert sky…just darkness and the howling of the cold night winds. 

     “Are you afraid of the dark?” asked the teacher 

     “Sometimes,” I replied. 

     “In the Scriptures, darkness is a symbol of evil.  Darkness is an absence, the 
absence of light.  So too is evil…” 



     “Evil is an absence?” 

     “Evil is not so much a reality as the absence of a reality.  It is not of the creation, 
but a denial of creation, a negation of what is, the negation of Yahuah Alahim.  And 
so it can’t exist on its own, but only in opposition to existence.” 

     “What does that mean?” 

     “Truth exists on its own.  It just is.  But a lie cannot exist without truth.  A lie is 
a twisting of the truth and so it can only exist by the truth, and in the denial of it. So 
too life exists without death.  But death cannot exist without life.  Death only exists 
as the negation of life.  And good can exist without evil. But evil cannot exist without 
good.  Evil is the denial of the good.” 

     “It’s the force of opposition,” I said. 

     “Yes,” he replied, “and in Hebrew that which opposes, that which goes against is 
called the sahtan.” 

     “Sahtan” I repeated, and paused until it hit me. “Satan! You can have Yahuah 
Alahim (God) without Satan, but you can’t have Satan without Yahuah Alahim. 

     “Yes” he said. “So we can only discern darkness, because light exists, and what 
is false because the truth exists, and what is wrong because the right exists.  So then 
evil is actually…” 

     “A witness,” I said, “a hostile witness, that, despite itself, testifies of the truth.”   

     “Yes. The witness of a shadow.  The darkness of falsehood bears witness that the 
Truth exists.  The darkness of hatred bears witness that Love exists.  And the 
darkness of evil bears witness that Yahuah Alahim exists.  So never let your heart 
lose its focus by dwelling on evil.  But seek always to see the Good, which is always 
there, beyond it and above it, on the throne, to which even evil must bear witness 
and bow its knee.”

Note that the Hebrew word used for “created” (as in created light) is (H#3335 - 
yatsar - יוצר – to mold into form – to create).  
 
The Hebrew word used for “make” (as in make peace) is (H#6213 - asah - עשׂה – 
appoint, ordain). Might this word be used because it is impossible to mold into form 
or create peace? 
 
When referring to “darkness” and “evil” the Hebrew word “bara” is utilized 
(H#1254 - bara - בורא – create, cut down). In most Bible translations as shown above 
in the KJV, “bara” is given the same meaning as “created or made.” In contrast to 
the popular Bible versions, I’d like to suggest that “light and peace” were created 
and made, but that “darkness and evil” are the absence of “light and peace.” From 
this perspective it begs the question, “Is there evidence that YAHUAH Alahim 
created ‘darkness and evil?’”  
 

What does Genesis 1:1-5 tell us about “light” and “darkness?” 
 
Genesis 1:1-5 is not simply one of many ways to differentiate between “light” and 
“darkness” but rather it is the predominant foundation for understanding it.  
 

The Creation of the World 



Gen 1:1  In the beginning Alahim (God) created the heaven and the 
earth.  
Gen 1:2  And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was 
upon the face of the deep. And the Ruach (spirit) of Alahim moved 
upon the face of the waters.  
Gen 1:3  And Alahim said, “Let there be light:” and there was light.  
Gen 1:4  And Alahim saw the light, that it was good: and Alahim 
divided the light from the darkness.  
Gen 1:5 And Alahim called the light Day, and the darkness he called 
Night. And the evening and the morning were the first day.  

 
From these verses we can deduce that “darkness” pre-existed Alahim’s creation of 
this earth.  “Darkness” pre-existed along with “without form” and “void.” The first 
thing Alahim created was “light.”  He then divided the “light” from the “darkness” 
and called the light “Day” and the darkness he called “Night.”  From these five 
verses in Genesis we discover that “darkness” is the absence of “light.” “Light” and 
“darkness” cannot coexist. “Darkness” was neither created nor formed by Alahim, 
but it was “cut off” from the “light” for the very reason that “darkness” ceases to 
exist in the presence of the “light.”  
 

1Jn 1:5 This then is the message which we have heard of Him, and 
declare unto you, that Alahim is LIGHT, and in Him is no darkness 
at all.  

 
Because YAHUAH Alahim is “Light, Truth, Shalom, and Love,” there can be no 
“darkness, evil, or hate” in Him.  It would be impossible for Him to create, make, 
or form these. Each are an absence of His LIGHT, TRUTH, PEACE (Shalom), 
and LOVE. For Yahuah Alahim is Love.  
 

1Jn_4:8  He who does not love does not know Alahim (G-d), for 
Alahim is love. 
1Jn_4:16  And we have known and believed the love that Alahim has 
for us. Alahim is love, and he who abides in love abides in Alahim, 
and Alahim in him.  

 
So it appears to me that the assumption that Yahuah Alahim created darkness and 
evil is born of a faulty translation at the minimum, and may have been a proactive 
attack on the character of Yahuah Alahim by a rebellious minded scribe.
