It looks 
like 01-29-5995. It coincides with the Roman Gregorian calendar planetary date of 
Thurs, 04-30-2025.   

 

Our Creator placed His full moon beacon as the original New Moon and the start of 
His months, high above for all to see. All praise to Yahuah Alahim for His steadfast 
love and compassion for His children and His patience in restoring His lost truths in 



preparation for the Second Coming of His Son, Yahusha haMashiach (the Messiah). 
Simply because the full moon as New Moon, with its count to Lunar Sabbaths and 
annual Feast Days, is not popular among the Rabbinical Pharisee Jews or the 
Romanized Christian churches today, does in no way diminish its LIGHT OF 
TRUTH shining from the pages of Scripture and His Eternal Throne.

And yet you live in a world of 
imperfection, of corruption, of pain and evil, of darkness and the absence of life.  
And as it was in the womb, so too this world can never answer the longings of your 
heart or the purpose for which you came into existence.

sorrow, every disappointment, every unfulfilled longing is just a reminder that 
you’re not home, and that you were made for something more, to be a child of 
heaven… and that this life is only the beginning of real life and the matrix of the 
world to come.”

Not long ago, the world experienced a season few could have imagined: the Covid-
19 era. Daily life was reshaped almost overnight. Simple freedoms were restricted, 
human connection was limited, and many found themselves navigating uncertainty, 
isolation, and the quiet weight of unseen pressures. Even now, the lingering effects 
remain. For many, it has become increasingly difficult to speak with confidence 
amid growing opposition, social pressures, and the gradual erosion of freedoms once 
assumed secure. 



In many ways, it felt as though humanity has been pressed into a confined space, 
where clarity is dimmed and direction uncertain. Yet unlike the safety of the womb, 
this narrowing does not nurture life, but instead reveals a world struggling under the 
weight of its own unraveling.

Yet it is precisely within this contrast that hope becomes clearer. The promises 
recorded in Scripture do not fade with the shifting of the world; rather, they stand in 
greater relief. They speak of a better country, a place beyond sorrow, suffering, and 
death. They remind us that love has not been abandoned, that peace is not lost, and 
that joy is not extinguished, but secured in the faithfulness of our Creator.
