Undeserved, and solely by 
the grace of Yahuah.  That’s the treasure.  But there’s another side to the story.  
Though the treasure is free, it causes the man to go out and do everything he can, 
use everything he has, let go of everything he can let go of, and give everything he 
can give in response to having found the treasure.  Salvation is the treasure beyond 
price, and yet it is given freely to all who receive it.  But the treasure is so great that 
if you truly receive it, if you realize what you have, it will lead you to do everything 
you can, to use everything you have, and to give everything you can give in response 
to having found it.
